If you are p lanning a trip through the locks you'll need to be 
prepared with two 50 foot lines. Be courteous and be ready to 
take instructions from the Lockmaster. There is a great website 
with complete instructions, just Google "army Ballard locks" 
and you can find all the informat ion you need. You'll need to 
be ready for the locks to bring your boat to Opening Day.
